Crowley Wines Chardonnay Maresh Vyd 07 $22
Crowley Wine's 2007 Chardonnay is made from the 28 year old Maresh 
Vineyard, whose old vine Chardonnay is coveted by winemakers. Chardonnay 
made from Maresh fruit by well known winemakers usually sells for $35 or 
more. At $22, this new wineryÕs complex, elegant, and intense 07 Crowley 
Chardonnay is a standout.

OÕShea Scarborough Stand Alone Cabernet Sauvignon 06 $57

O'Shea Scarborough "Stand Alone" Cabernet Sauvignon 06 is the very limited 
reserve Cabernet of Darryn O'Shea and Travis Scarborough.

Darryn and Travis describe their love of the vineyard and its owner: 

ÒAs we recently stated our love for Ken Lewis, the 80+ year old farmer who 
knows how to farm great wine - his Cabernet Sauvignon is some of the best, 
but we get so little of this wine it makes us almost sadÉbut then we count our 
blessings by tasting this wine. ItÕs 100% Lewis Vineyard and itÕs by far the best 
wine weÕve ever made.

ÒNow we wish we could say this was our doing, but in reality, we had incredible 
grapes and merely tried desperately not to screw it up. A nice, slow 
fermentation gave this some rich and dark color, while the 50% new french oak 
it aged in helped to develop some incredible structure.Ó -the winemakers

Antica Terra's 2007 Willamette Valley 
Pinot noir is a blend of 53% Antica 
Terra Estate fruit, 28% Shea Vineyard 
(Wadenswil and Dijon 828 clones), 9% 
Croft Vineyard, and 9% Cherry Grove 
Vineyard.

The unique Antica Terra terroir speaks 
as a main note of a chord of flavors that  
Maggie blended to create the wine. The 
Antica Terra Vineyard's terroir, 
according to Maggie is just like the 
winery's name -- "old earth". "To my 
palate, the Antica Terra vineyard 
signature has this stony, earthy, soily, 
mushroom quality - whether you call it 
peat, soil, or whatever. And it's unique." 
Other qualities mentioned in reference 
to the Antica Terra terroir include 
umami, slate, and minerals.

The Shea Vineyard Wadenswil 
component adds black fruit (blueberry, 
blackberry) to the wine, and the Shea 
Dijon 828 provides red fruit 
components. Cherry Grove Vineyard 
fruit adds "pure cherry", says Maggie.

And whole cluster fermented Pommard 
fruit from Cherry Grove adds "spice 
cupboard, asian spice, star anise, and 
clove" to the blend.

Antica Terra
Legendary Sine Qua Non Winemaker 
Becomes Oregon Pinot maker

Maggie Harrison's path to winemaking 
began in the midwestern United States, 
passed through an extended tour of 
Equador, Egypt and South Africa, and 
concluded in California at Sine Qua Non 
Winery with a life changing ten year 
apprenticeship. Under the tutelage of 
Manfred and Elaine Krankl, Maggie 
assisted in making legendary, 100 point 
wines at the tiny winery that is 
considered one of the best - if not THE 
best - producers of Syrah in the US.

After a decade at Sine Qua Non, Maggie 
began making her own wines. She 
makes a highly regarded Syrah, called 
"Lillian", from California fruit, and moved 
to Oregon in 2005 to make Pinot noir as 
co-owner and winemaker at Antica Terra. 

Every year, the Antica Terra Pinot noir is 
different. Antica Terra wines are blends 
of estate and purchased fruit, and the 
mixes change each year. The palette of 
purchased fruit changes - Maggie buys 
fruit from a handful of sources. And the 
quality of the estate fruit varies with each 
vintage.

Maggie Harrison is clear about her goal. "For me each year, it's most important that I make 
the most delicious wine I could possibly make."

And the most delicious wine will, more than likely, be made from several different sources. 
"While there are wines that I drink that I'm crazy about, made from one special place, it's not 
my goal here. I don't have an interest in Antica Terra as its own expression if it's not the best 
thing I could possibly do."

She says: "The 2007 vintage in Oregon was a challenge. It was the coldest growing season 
at Antica Terra in fifteen years. It took a lot of extra work in the vineyard, but we brought in 
fruit that I was impressed with, both before and after the rains began. The fruit we harvested 
after the rains started was completely different than what we harvested before. That's 
Oregon. Every fall, you have to decide whether to wait for that final bit of ripening and risk it 
raining, or to harvest a bit early and get 90% of what might be possible." 

"As Elio Atare told me, 'it takes a bit of this, a bit of that, to make a good minestrone'. It 
takes weeks to get to the place where I can say that I can do no better, that there's nothing I 
could add or take away to make a more delicious wine."
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Et Fille Kalita Vineyard 
Pinot noir 07 $38
Et Fille Pinot noir Kalita Vineyard 07 is 
enthralling, and our favorite Kalita to date. 
Imagine carrying a glass of your favorite 
Pinot noir while walking through a pristine 
old growth forest- that's what the 07 Kalita 
smells like.

Jessica Mozeico describes the wine: This 
yearÕs Kalita brings Clint Eastwood to 
mindÉ.

Et Fille:
Two generations of 
Oregon Pinot Makers

Howard Mozeico and daughter 
Jessica are committed to producing 
small quantities of high-quality 
vineyard designate Pinot noir. 

Howard explains his inclination 
toward single-vineyard designates: 
"I find it amazing, interesting, and 
delicious that from the same grape 
variety, the same clone, made by 
the same winemaker, using the 
same barrels, you can enjoy 
instances - oops, a software term - 
that taste so different one from the 
other. And it is all because of the 
soil, the microclimate, the care 
taken in tending the vines, the age 
of the vines... It's fascinating to 
me."

"Most other winemakers will tell you 
they are trying to create a certain 
type of blend, to have certain 
qualities, and to be consistent," 
Howard said. "There was a different 
motivation for this particular blend (of Kalita Pinot noir). The truth is, not all barrels of the 
same wine are as good as other barrels. Some are free run, some are pressed, some 
are both. And then there is the fact that organisms help shape the wine even while in 
the barrel (beneficial bacteria which are the agents of malolactic fermentation, for 
example). So each vessel is a (mostly) closed ecosystem. Each ecosystem evolves a 
little differently.

"When I put together our single vineyard wines, I wanted them to be as good as 
possible, so I chose the best barrels of each. The other barrels went into the Willamette 
Valley. Now, that may sound like a pejorative zing on the Willamette Valley, but even 
these 'other' barrels were excellent wine from excellent vineyards. The result is quite ]

Jessica described what she and Howard hope Et Fille can continue to accomplish. 

"Our hope is that we can share our passion for fabulous unique wines at accessible 
price points with others. When we get letters from customers telling us about their fond 
Et Fille experiences - When did they open it? What did they eat it with? Who did they 
share it with? - we know we have fulfilled our aspirations. We don't measure our 
success by the number of cases we produce or the wine rating we get from reviews, but 
by the depth and breadth of memories that we have inspired for others drinking our 
wines."
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OÕShea Scarborough 
Stand Alone Cabernet Sauvignon $57 
Scarborough Proprietor's Cabernet Sauvignon 06 has a huge core of cassis that's 
both vibrant and silky. A "slide-into-home" finish shows an elegant structure, while 
big fruit, dark cocoa, and desert herbs power on. The 06 Proprietor's Cab walks 
the line between classy and muscular. Made from the fruit of several vineyards (in 
contrast to their single vineyard "Stand Alone" Cab).

From the winery: Similar style to our Õ05, with soft tannins and our signature 
Òrestraint,Ó this wine is now a blend of Lewis, Chandler Reach, Gamache 
vineyardsÑand just a tad of our prized Merlot.

All the vineyards were separately vinified and racked into their original barrelsÑ
something we do to keep each barrel separate, so we better understand each 
barrel and how it works with the wine. Blending takes place 6 months before 
bottling. 50% new oak, 200 cases made.

The Winery, The Winemakers

O'Shea Scarborough Winery's innovative style stretches the limits of Washington 
wine. Darryn O'Shea and Travis Scarborough mix Washington's hot climate fruit 
with a northern European style, and the wines are receiving very positive reviews.

WINO magazine describes the O'Shea Scarborough whites as "putting their acid 
profiles upfront". Their whites "come out swinging razor-sharp jabs" and their reds 
have "tooth-and-nail acid". Expecting the big, plush

Purchasing small amounts of fruit has its advantages and O'Shea Scarborough 
has landed grapes from Dineen, Wallula, Champoux, Klipsun, and Lewis 
vineyards for their wines.

Travis and Darryn met when Darryn sold for wine Seattle wholesalers, 
representing Washington wineries like Matthews and Dunham. He met Tracvis at 
his job at Seattle restaurant Cassis, sold him wine, formed a friendship, and so 
O'Shea Scarborough was born. They caught the winemaking bug hanging out 
with the winemakers Darryn represented, and made an initial vintage in 2004. 
Matt Loso at Matthews gave them a barrel, they were given some grapes, and 
they crushed their first wines with their feet. What a beginning!

Today O'Shea Scarborough is based in a business park south of Seattle, and the 
winery still echoes the style of their original garage location. A storage-style space 
of cement and metal beams is tucked between a row of similar warehouse 
spaces.

Travis and Darryn made white and red wines in 2006 and 2007 with fruit from 
some of Washington's hot vineyards - Horse Heaven, Klipsun, and Champoux 
among them. There's Riesling, Semillon, Chardonnay whites, a killer Ice wine,, 
and Merlot, Syrah and Cabernet reds. With the help of friends and their 
connections in the Washington/Woodinville wine industry, they've produced a 
lineup of remarkable wines.

Their current releases have that "something extra" separating them from the 
norm. Their distinct balance of fruit, tannins and acid, with emphasis on the 
acidity too often missing from Washington's hot weather fruit, has attracted 
attention from wine collectors. If they can keep and grow their individual style ,
